Disclosure Certificates

Prospective applicants should be aware that before any offer of appointment is confirmed the successful candidate will be required to complete an application for the appropriate level of disclosure; Wales National Pool Swansea will provide the relevant CRB application forms.  Proof of the successful candidate’s identity will also be required in the form of the following: Passport, Driving Licence, Birth Certificate and Utility Bills.

Candidates are selected on the basis of skill, qualifications and experience, and their match against the Person Specification.
